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Every now and then something or someone comes along to re-ignite your passion and remind you why you fell in love with dance music in the first place. Paul Thomas is that person. In a world where every second person is a DJ and even your Nan has heard of Pete Tong, it takes something pretty special to stand out from the crowd. And boy does he stand out. 

Paul combines an understated intelligence with a fundamental love of music. His sets meander between house and breaks and offers a rich sound scape that belies his years. At just 26 years old Paul is already something of aficionado and a master of his craft but with a refreshingly humble attitude to boot. 

Paul has been djing since 1998, and became resident for the notorious Sundissential outfit in 2001 and was an integral part of the set up in the early days.

"I always played first as I was the only DJ who didn’t want to bang it out. It was a great learning ground for me and meant I could still play exactly what I wanted to play ". 

In early 2002 Paul put on a series of successful nights called Stereo alongside Bedrocks’ Steve Gerrard, a partnership that remains strong to this day. The year continued and his career went from strength to strength. He completed a tour of Eastern Europe whilst on home soil his services were required at prestigious Bedrock and Renaissance parties. 

He was on a roll when; in a cruel twist of fate his fortunes took a turn for the worst. In November 2002 Paul was struck down by a serious illness and he entered, by his own admission, ‘the darkest point of my life’. Paul was hospitalised for over a month and spent another 4 recovering which meant complete separation from his one true love… music! 

But this was just a small set back for the head strong DJ and before long Paul was back in the driving seat and ready to rock. Before long he was spinning at a Bedrock party at Code in Birmingham. More determined than ever he was on a crusade for the best party and the best music. Filled with a new found enthusiasm Paul went full steam ahead and set up the acclaimed Dex In The City nights where he enlisted the talents of James Zabiela, PlusOne, Krafty Kuts and many more.

It was really only a matter of time before someone clocked onto his talent and harnessed the Brummie boy Wonder. And finally in late 2003 he got the break he deserved. He sent a demo mix to Godskitchen who were instantly bowled over and booked him after one listen of the CD for the VIP opening party of their brand new flagship venue Air in September 2003. Since then, with the backing of the Godskitchen crew, his profile has risen enormously. A mammoth 6hr set NYE earned him a legion of fans and an official residency with the UK’s biggest club. During 2004, Paul played for Godskitchen more than any other dj, spinning alongside Groove Armada, Fergie, Carl Cox, John Digweed, Layo & Bushwacka!, Adam Freeland, Jon Carter, Xpress2 and many more. During the summer of 2004, Paul brought his Dex In The City brand to Godskitchen, hosting the 2nd room on a monthly basis. The 2nd Dex In The City party at the club saw Paul play a 3hr back to back set with Nic Fanciulli. To top off 2004, Paul played alongside Erick Morillo at Godskitchen’s New Years Eve ball.

2005 has been very busy indeed for this deserved young man. As well as playing many more massive dates at Godskitchen & Dex In The City in the UK, Paul played twice at this year’s Global Gathering, including playing the last set in the Babooshka arena, with more than 4000 still inside the arena. Paul has also taken on numerous gigs around the world, and was taken on as Godskitchen’s official world tour dj in the Spring, and has played dates in Singapore, Indonesia, Malaysia, Sweden, Romania, Poland, Russia and Ukraine, with further gigs pending in Argentina, Lithuania, Latvia, South Africa & Brazil. Paul’s Dex In The City night will also be starting bi-monthly partiess in Poland and Bristol, and monthly parties in Stoke, starting in the Autumn.

Outside of Godskitchen in Birmingham, Paul has played many other high profile parties, such as The Opera House, Moscow; Expo Arena, Kiev, Ukraine; World Trade Plaza, Bucharest, Romania; Slaghuset, Malmo, Sweden; MTV Party, Sopot, Poland; Dex In The City parties in Krakow, Lodz & Gdansk, Poland; Freeway, Haarlem, Holland, plus dates all over the UK including Cream @ Nation, Liverpool; Passion in Coalville; Bedrock @ Air, Birmingham; Turnmills in London & Ali B’s Air night at The Rhythm Factory, London. 

Production wise, Paul has had a rigorous studio schedule set up for 2005. His bootleg of Underworld’s Jumbo was Sasha’s end of the night tune throughout the Spring & Summer. His 1st original track, Space, has been signed to Whoop!, and he has just secured remixes for Toolroom Records, Global Records, Disciples Of Sound, Deepgroove and Nu Frequency.

With more material just finished and original material and edits getting Radio 1, Galaxy FM  and club plays from Pete Tong, Nic Fanciulli, Sasha, X-Press 2, Steve Lawler, Fergie and Mark Knight to name a few, Paul’s profile can only rise.
